In 1944, during WWII, Helen Denton was selected from her Army base in Nebraska to
serve at Gen. Dwight Eisenhower’s new headquarters in London. She arrived in London
in February, & by late April, she had finished typing the top secret plan of the 1944 Nor-
mandy invasion. Denton presented her work, contained in a 3-inch-thick book, directly
to Gen. Eisenhower.

While in London she had the opportunity to meet King George VI, who introduced her
to his daughter Elizabeth, now Queen Elizabeth II. She also met Winston Churchill.
Until the 50th. Anniversary of the Normandy invasion, Denton maintained her secrecy
about her classified work in the Army. She now lives in Fayetteville, Ga. And is coming
to share her experiences with us.
