Even though we can’t earn our way back to God or measure up to His 
perfection, He sent Jesus to come to us! Even though we deserved the 

death penalty for our sin, Jesus took the penalty. God sent His son, Jesus

faith in Him! We can depend on Jesus for forgiveness and to give us 
everlasting life, to spend eternity with Him in Heaven.

• “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your 

household.” Acts 16:31 

Come to Christ 

You must come to Christ by faith. You do that by calling upon His Name. 

The moment you call upon Him and receive Him as your Savior, He 

makes you a new creation.  

• “All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me 
I will never cast out.” John 6:37 

• “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become 

children of God, even to those who believe in His name.” John 1:12 
• For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be 

saved.”
